Maximilian I., King Louis XIl. of France, Pope Jus Il., King Ferdinand V.
(Catholic) of Aragon, and several Italian city-s&@tagainst the republic of
Venice to check its territorial expansion. On l1lothDecember in 1508his
countries formed a league in Cambiaedgue of Cambrai) against the Turkish
rule and Venice, in reality aiming to get terriewiof Venice.

The archbishop
Tamas Bakocz was against joining because Venice v hopes of becoming
the Pope.

The king and the Hungarian magnates came into own tin May
(because the pandemic of pest) and the lesseltgagihd 40 deputies as well.

The diet began on 24 of June. Deputies from thesPd&lingdom (count
Leonard Nogarola), from the Holy Roman Empire (Gsigpus), from the
French Kingdom (Louis Helie) took part at negotas. It was a significant
moment of the diet when the deputy of the Romarh@iat Churc and of the
Pope, named Achilles De Grassis handed over a shlested by the Pope
himself to the Hungarian king on 10 of July (in alays it can be seen in the
Hungarian National Museum but tomorrow — only fokeaday — it will be seen
here in our museum). They wanted to make Hung&indahe part of Venice
and against the Ottoman Empire.

Eventually Hungary joined the League against Veraogl Hungarian
deputies signed the treaty in Konstanz (in the Hdynan Empire) in that year.
